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Garbage CollecƟ on Requirements

• Waste and large items must be placed at the curb prior to 7:00 am on the day of 
collecƟ on only.

• Garbage bags and cans must weigh less than 22.6 kilograms or 50 pounds to be 
collected.

• Residents are allowed one bag of garbage (maximum 26 inches x 36 inches) per 
household per week.

• Any addiƟ onal bags must each have a $3 bag tag aƩ ached to be collected.
• Large items must have a $10 large item tag aƩ ached to be collected.
• If you need an exempƟ on from bag limits for medical reasons, send us an email.
• If your waste was not collected, a red sƟ cker indicaƟ ng why will be placed on it.
• There may be a delay between your regular waste and your large item being 

collected.
• Please ensure that your garbage is secure from wind and pests as much as 

possible. This includes avoiding early set outs and using a can with a removable 
lid, if necessary.

Bag Tags and Large Item Tags

When you want to place more bags than the permiƩ ed limit, you must aƩ ach a green 
bag tag. Green bag tags are sold individually for $3.

When you want to dispose of a large item (such as couches, dressers, chairs, 
maƩ resses, box springs, tables, etc.) you must aƩ ach an Orange Large Item Tag. 

Please check “What Goes Where?” on the Recycle Coach App to see if your large item 
is acceptable for collecƟ on. Orange Large Item Tags are sold individually for $10.

Recycling CollecƟ on Requirements

• Recycling must be placed at the curb prior to 7:00 am on the day of collecƟ on 
only.

• Recycling must be placed in a bin, not a plasƟ c bag. Recycling placed at the curb 
in plasƟ c bags will not be collected.

• There is no limit to the amount of recycling you can set out.
• Recycling can be co-mingled, meaning all plasƟ cs, metal, glass, and paper 

products can be placed together in the same recycling bin.
• Please ensure materials are clean.
• If garbage is found in the recycling it will be refused.
• Corrugated cardboard must be cut and folded into bundles with dimensions less 

than 76 cenƟ metres (30 inches) in any direcƟ on.
• If your  was not collected a red sƟ cker indicaƟ ng why will be placed on it.
• If you’re unsure about an item, check “What Goes Where?” on the RecycleCoach 

App to see what is acceptable for recycling collecƟ on.

Garbage & Recycling Collection Requirements
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Recycling must be placed in a bin, not a plasƟ c bag. Recycling can be CO-
MINGLED, meaning all plasƟ cs/metal/glass AND paper products can be placed 
together in the same recycling bin - no addiƟ onal sorƟ ng required. Please ensure 
material is clean. If garbage is found in recycling it will be refused. Check the 
City’s Free Recycle Coach App on the App Store and see “What Goes Where”.

• Grass clippings, sod, weeds, and household organic wastes are not 
accepted at the compost site.

• Leaves are accepted loose or in paper leaf bags only.
• Paper leaf bags must not be taped or stapled.
• PlasƟ c Bags are not permiƩ ed on site.
• Brush must be debagged.
• Tree limbs must be less than four (4) feet in length and less than eight 

(8) inches in diameter.
• Brockville residents are enƟ tled to two (2) free wheelbarrow sized 

loads of compost per year. Residents are responsible for loading and 
transportaƟ on of small quanƟ Ɵ es of compost.

Curbside collecƟ on of leaves will take place during the following weeks:

October 21 - October 25, 2024
November 18 - November 22, 2024

• Place the leaves out for collecƟ on prior to 7:00am on your regular 
collecƟ on day. 

• Leaves are collected in a separate vehicle and may be picked before or 
aŌ er garbage and recycling.

• Leaves will be collected in paper bags or reusable containers only.
• Reusable containers are to be labeled that they contain leaves.
• Leaves in plasƟ c bags of any kind will not be collected. 
• Paper leaf bags must not be taped or stapled.

RegulaƟ ons & prices quoted are applicable at the Ɵ me of prinƟ ng and are subject to change 
during the calendar year. The City reserves the right to limit the type or quanƟ Ɵ es of waste 

accepted, or of compost given or sold.
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Hazardous and Special Products (HSP)
Some items cannot be collected at the curb and must be disposed of 

properly. Examples of hazardous and special products include baƩ eries, 
paints, motor oil, anƟ freeze, herbicides & pesƟ cides, propane tanks, light 

bulbs, and prescripƟ on drugs, etc.

The City of Brockville hosts an annual Household Hazardous Waste Day 
for these items. The 2024 Household Hazardous Waste event is scheduled 
for Saturday August 24th between 8:00am and 2:00pm. Please monitor 

our website, facebook page, local papers and radio staƟ ons, or call for 
informaƟ on and updates.

When these products are disposed of in the garbage, poured on the ground 
or into drains,  they can be harmful to our health and the environment. 

These items should be delivered to a stewardship retailer, if possible, or the 
Household Hazardous Waste Event.
